
Eurozine Translations Pool
Eurozine is introducing the first round of the Eurozine Translations Pool, co-funded by the Creative Europe programme of the European Union. The pool aims to directly support European cultural journals' publishing activities and to further internationalise them by financing translations.
The Eurozine Translations Pool is funded with €16,000 and will facilitate ca. 40-45 translations between August 2017 and April 2018.

The procedures of the Eurozine Translations Pool were set up by Eurozine in consultation with the Eurozine Editorial Board during its meeting in Zagreb, in June 2017.

Eligibility
· Every partner journal and associate of the Eurozine network (‘Partner’) is eligible to apply once during the first round (until 30 April 2018).

Selection

· Eurozine Translations Pool funds will be available on a first-come first-served basis. Should the funds be depleted before April 2018, we will inform Partners via the Eurozine Partner Newsletter and Eurozine Facebook group. If, on the contrary, there is a surplus, accepted Partners (‘Participants’) will be invited to suggest additional translations.

· There are no restrictions as to the choice of source languages and target languages, regions, topics or genres.
· The Translations Pool covers costs of translations of texts to be published by the Participant
· While this is not obligatory, we encourage you to translate from texts previously published by other Eurozine Partner Journals/Associates or by Eurozine, and to invite other Eurozine Partners with the same publishing language to republish the text(s).

How to participate

· Please provide the necessary information by completing the form (‘Application’) at the end of this document and by sending this (complete) Word document back to s.jazbinsek@eurozine.com. We will contact you as soon as we have reviewed the application. 
· Eurozine will be able to reimburse up to €400 per Participant on the basis of a Reimbursement Form (see below) which needs to be complemented by invoice(s), issued by a translator, for the translation of the text(s) that the Participant applied with. The invoice needs to comply with the legal requirements for invoices of the respective countries and also provide the titles and languages of source and target versions. Important: The invoice(s) and reimbursement form need to be dated and submitted to Eurozine not later than by the end of April 2018, otherwise Eurozine will not be able to reimburse the translation costs.
· The translation(s) should be published between July 2017 and December 2018. Please send us a hard copy or digital copy of the published text(s) per email (s.jazbinsek@eurozine.com).
· We might ask for your permission to publish the translation(s) in Eurozine, but publication in Eurozine is not a requirement for the selection of texts.
· Please communicate any changes, such as the selection of texts to be covered by the Eurozine Translations Pool, with us as they need to be approved by Eurozine beforehand.

· We encourage you to share with us your feedback and suggestions regarding the Eurozine Translations Pool. It’s new, so it probably needs to be adjusted here and there.
